Minutes of the First and Second Business Meeting

The minutes of the First Business Meeting were approved as corrected by the membership at the Second Business Meeting.  The Minutes of the Second Business Meeting are not ready for reading or distribution as the meeting just ended before the Second Board of Directors Meeting started.  They will be distributed and acted upon at the March 2008 Board Meeting.

Budget

Dues 2008: It is expected that the 2007 Annual Meeting will have a budget excess adding to our reserve balance.  Long range planning for our reserve fund levels will continue at the March 2008 Board of Directors meeting allowing review of our 2007 year end balance and Memorial Fund balances.  After reviewing our current financial status the Board passed the motion to keep the annual dues at the current $350 for active Fellows and $25 for Retired Fellows wishing to participate in the mailings, etc.  The registration fees for the 2008 Annual Meeting will be determined at the March 2008 Board of Directors meeting.  

Website: The website is significantly improved and the addition of the credit card (Visa & MasterCard) charging has added a new feature and was utilized by 20 members/guests for registration this year.  It is recommended that we look into adding this capability to the public website for guests who don’t have access to our closed PCOGS website.  The secretary-treasurer must authorize any charges through the website and shouldn’t allow access to unauthorized persons to the remainder of the website.

The comments by Society members were all favorable at the Second Business meeting.  The Board approved the placement of the above nine names on the ballot to be mailed to the membership.  It is assumed that Dr. Grady will want to resubmit his paper for consideration as a Society Guest in 2008.  

Unfinished Business
Program Format:  The Board recommended that the Poster Presentations be allowed a five minute presentation on day one and that they be allowed one of two slides to supplement their oral presentation.  The Program Committee should continue to have the latitude to use twenty minute presentations (10-5-5) in order to accommodate deserving papers.  
Group Photographs:  It is recommended that consideration be given to move the group photographs to another day which would allow all member to attend the Second Business Meeting as well as more members/guests  present earlier in the week. This item will be placed on the agenda for the March 2008 meeting.  

Educational Support: Industry support has been a significant income source for the past five or six years but there has been an increasing request for a booth at the meeting.  There is a general feeling that it is nice to have the income source but would prefer that the industrial support to come as an educational grant without representatives at the meetings.  The rules for separation of the educational meeting areas from industry support are significant and may require renting separate areas for industry representatives.  The U.S. Congress is also looking at the relationships between industry and the medical profession.  After a lengthy discussion the following motion was passed by a 6 to 5 margin: Industry educational support will be accepted and industry representatives may request a booth at PCOGS Annual Scientific Meetings providing there is exhibition space available and are in compliance with the AMA Policy for Industry Relationships.

Considering the complexity of the relationship with PCOGS and industry educational support the Board hopes that the Chair of the Industry Liaison Committee can attend the March 2008 Interim Board of Directors Meeting.  

Ralph Walker Donation:  A discussion followed regarding the $25,000+ in the designated Ralph Walker account.  A consideration at the Second Business Meeting was whether to use this and additional donations to consider helping Retired Fellows attend the annual meeting if cost is a deterrent for some once retired.  No formal motion was offered and the Ralph Walker donation will be reconsidered at the 2008 Interim Board Meeting.

New Business   
Robin Cole, Seattle Caucus Chair, reported that the Seattle Caucus has a long standing relationship with Idaho, Montana, and British Columbia through regional societies and through the University of Washington Medical School.   Physicians from Idaho and British Columbia already are eligible and included in our By-Laws.  The Central Association, however, includes Montana and members expressed concerns that recruitment into Montana could be problematic. 

PCOGS Insurance: Officers and Directors & General Liability: Secretary Treasurer Enbom suggested that the Society consider insurance coverage for the Officers and Directors and Liability Insurance for the Society.  The management of the Society is more complex with increasing requirements for meeting compliance, the amount of managed funds on the increase, and a new interactive website that offers credit card charges.  Officers and Directors Insurance and Liability is recommended for not for profit organization and is affordable, $1,200 for Officers and Directors Insurance and $500 for General Liability at policy limits of one million dollars.  The motion to seek the above coverage passed.  
There being no additional business the meeting was adjourned.
