Report of the Audit Committee
The Audit Committee, Gordon Peacock and Malcolm Margolin, was appointed by President Gamberdella following the Interim Board of Directors Meeting.  Secretary Treasurer Enbom sent the committee members all pertinent financial information from the first and second quarter of 2008 and will send additional financial accountings at the end of each quarter.  The Board hopes to have the members serve two years and overlap their service years.  This will allow a more thorough audit process than the annual audits which were conducted over the course of a day or two at each annual meeting in the past.  

Mal Margolin reported for the Audit Committee that the financial records were in good order, income and expenditures were appropriate, the taxes and fees were up to date, and the bookkeeping was carried out utilizing Quicken and were easy to follow.  
Unfinished Business
Amendments of Standing Rules:  The Board of Directors requested that Jerry Shefren draft amendments to the Standing Rules (1) adding the Photographer, Program Chair and Chair of the Industry Liaison Committee to Rule 1 which allows to Society to bear the cost of housing at the Annual Meeting, (2) to allow administrative support for the Industry Liaison Committee, and (3) remove redundant or outdated rules.

If not provided gratuitously by the meeting facility, the Society has bear the cost of housing the President, Secretary-Treasurer, Program Chairperson, Editor of Scientific Proceedings, the Photographer, the Chairperson of the Industry Liaison Committee, and the Chairperson of the Arrangements Committee during the Annual Meeting. (2007)

Rule 10 (Replace Rule 10 with)

The Society shall have an Industry Liaison Committee with responsibility for all industry relations as well as compliance of such activities with all American Medical Association guidelines.  The Committee shall have a chair and up to four additional members appointed for two year terms by the President.  Any administrative support will be covered by the Society. (2007) 

Rule 6 (Eliminate Rule 6 from the Standing Rules) and renumber the rules from 6 to end of Standing Rules.

The Standing Rules amendments and deletions were passed as presented.  

Additional Unfinished Business:  The format for the Scientific Sessions was discussed.  This was the first year for two revisions in the format for the Scientific Sessions.  The Ted Adams Poster participants were given up to five minutes to present a synopsis of their poster and three papers were presented using a twenty minute format: 10 minute presentation, 5 minute formal discussion and 5 minute informal discussion.  

The membership was generally pleased with the addition of a brief presentation given by the Ted Adams participants and encouraged the Program Committee to consider allowing one or two slides to be used with their presentations.

The twenty minute presentation format was new and members didn’t feel it had been given a reasonable trial but encouraged the Program Committee to utilize the abbreviated format when needed.   The 20 minute slots could also be extended into a full 30 minute format should the need arise.   
New Business 
The Ralph Walker donation, a $25,000 unrestricted donation to the general fund in 2005, was discussed.  It is currently pooled in the Maximizer Savings Account earning at the current rate of 3.2%.  A discussion followed as to whether to consider using the Ralph Walker donation plus additional donations to set up a memorial account to support and encourage Retired Fellow’s attendance at the Annual Scientific Meetings.  No Action was taken and the discussion will be continued at the 2008 Interim Board Meeting.

There was concern expressed regarding the low number of participants in the Personal Newsletter and whether it is a viable method of communication for PCOGS.  The item can be addressed at the March 2008 Board of Directors Meeting.

Future Meetings 
The Seattle Caucus will host the 2008 PCOGS meeting in Victoria, B.C. at the Fairmont Empress October 15-18, 2008.  Arrangements Chairman Bob Prins discussed the venue.  A site visit will be made in early 2008 by President Shefren, Secretary Treasurer Enbom, and Arrangements Chariman Prins.  
The San Francisco Caucus will host the 2010 Meeting.  Hawaii meetings have been very popular and well attended.  An interest poll was taken at the meeting which demonstrated a high interest in going back to a Hawaii for the 77th Annual Meeting. Russ Laros brought up the option of holding the meeting in the Summer, July/August, or Fall, October/November.  A discussion followed.  Dr. Laros indicated that he would poll the membership for their preference.  

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
