Report of the Audit Committee
Glenn Huerta-Enochian reported for the Audit Committee following review of financial records provided by Secretary Treasurer Enbom and in consultation with Gordon Peacock, the outgoing member of the Audit Committee.   Glenn indicated that following review that the financial records are in order and the Society’s finances are well managed by Treasurer Enbom.  The Audit Committee receives copies of the bank statements, all financial transactions, income and expenses by category, tax returns, and other applicable financial records each quarter.  Audit Committee serve two year staggered terms.   

Unfinished Business
Marilyn Laughead moved that the amendment to Bylaws Article VI, Section 3 applying to terms of office for members of the Nominating Committee be reconsidered and proposed that the amendment proposed by the Board of Directors be additionally amended by deletion and addition as follows:

Delete in sentence 1 every three years and annually and add to the end of the first sentence for a five year term.
Delete in sentence 8 so that members of the committee will not be replaced at the same time.  The amendment to delete and add would be as follows:
Article VI

Committee and executive offices

Section 1.  Nominating Committee.  Every three years each Caucus shall annually elect an individual, other than the Caucus Chairman, to serve on the Nominating Committee for a five year term.    If that individual is unable to attend the annual meeting, the Caucus Chair will choose a replacement for that meeting.  The current President will serve as Chairman and a nonvoting member of the Nominating Committee.  The Nominating Committee will consider in selecting nominees; prior positions held with the Society, participation in the scientific programs, geographical and caucus membership, and the length of time as a fellow.  The members of the Nominating Committee will serve staggered terms. so that members of the committee will not be replaced at the same time.  The committee shall nominate candidates for President-Elect, Secretary-Treasurer, and Assistant Secretary annually and a Member at Large every three years or if a vacancy exists.  The Nominating Committee shall make its report at the final Business Session.  Nominations may also be made from the floor.  The election of officers will follow immediately thereafter.

A motion to approve Marilyn Laughead’s amendment by deletion and addition to the Board’s proposed amended version of Bylaws Article VI, Section 1 received a second and was approved by the membership.
Comments on the Program Format
Andy Combs and San Francisco Caucus made two suggestions to the Program Committee:

1. That the introduction of Guests be carried out later in the morning to allow more to attend and be recognized.

2. There be more time allowed between the end of the Thursday program and the event of the evening.   It was too tight for some to leave the scientific program and be ready for the evening event.

Tom Powers also requested that the golfers and others involved in Friday activities be given more time such as starting the Friday event/s 30 minutes later.

The shortened 20 minute presentation was discussed.  It was suggested that the Formal Discussion be shortened to a Formal Review with very brief discussion to set up primarily questions for the author of the manuscript and keep to the three minute presentation.  Some suggested that there be no Formal Discussant but Program Chair Coonrod indicated that it is always good to have a discussant in case the paper should be needed in the traditional 30 minute slot at the request of the Program Committee.
New Business

Lyman Rust recommended that the Society consider a stipend for the Secretary Treasurer.  He indicated that the amount of time spent was significant and could have a very significant impact on the income of a practicing physician and was warranted even if the Secretary Treasurer is retired.  It was suggested after discussion that the matter be addressed by the Board of Directors.

There being no additional business the Second Business Meeting was adjourned.
